However,
infrastructiure projects are exposed to-high risk for capiure and collusion, jeopardising
fhe return on publc investments and the benefiis of infrastructure projects for cifizens
and econormiss. The large sums of money, the complexity of the projects in terms of
stages and siakeholders, and the exteniof discrefion by polfificions and public officials
over investrnent decisions, make thess projects suscepiible to undue influence and
coruphion

Compendivm of Good Practices for Promofing Integrity and Transparency in
Infrasiruciure Development. this session will look info the coruption risks at the varnious
stages of the pubiic investment cycle and at the challenges that govemments in the
Asig-Pacific face in mitigating corruption risks.

Averiing Undue Influence in infraztructure Projects

Cbjecfives For the public intferest fo prevail in infrastructure projects, itis imperant that the
deckion moking process o strategic planning of infrasiruciure projects is
underpinned by objeciive and technical criteria and that stakeholders are consulied
on an egual foofing.

Indeed. policy capture and undue influence are some of fhe main fypes of infegrity
risks which infrastrociure projects are vulnerable 1o, especially in the early stages of
fhe project cycle. Decisions on the infrastrocture needs ond strategic pricrifies can be
bigsed by namrow interests, jeopardising the feasibility and cost of the project. Pressure
by vested interests may result in negative retums of produciivity or excessive
infrastructure, resulfing in the creafion of "white elephant” projecis. This has a visible
negaiive impact on cifizens. At a glebal level, a counfry with high levels of coruption
tends to invest less in educafion and health systems and more in prestigious
infrastructure projects that do not always have cbvious benefils for society.

Thiz session will be focusing on ways 1o improve infrasiructure deckion-making and
strategic planning with the goal to better deliver infrastructure for cifizens. During this
session. the OECD will also present ifs recent work on avering pelicy capture in
infrastructure investments.

Audits are a crfical ool for ensuring fhe integrity and value for money of lorge-scale
public infrasfructure projects. However, the audit envirenment of infrastuchure
projects is often very complex, requiring mulfiple types of iachnical experfise. This
complexity s aggravated by the dependence on a high number of contraciors.
subcontractors and suppliers of materals. Despife the challenges, audits allow for
more than just identifying misiakes already made; they provide foresight of risks that
may cccur in the future, and can help govemmenis prepare for unforeseen
developments and fuiure projects. Based on good practices from the region, this
session will explore how audits contrbute evidence for more informed govemance
and comuption-procfing of infrastruciure projects.

Objectives

Fraud and corruption ininvestment funds hinder socic-economic development and
jeopardise the outcome of projects, at fimes resulfing in poor qualdity works. To defiver
resulis efiectively, free from froud and comupticon. govemments and investment
partner: glike need to put in place mechanisms 1o ensure infegrity and occountability
throughout the implementation of investments. This reguires going beyond
compliance measures and confrols, balancing a focus on achieving resulls with good
govemance principles throughout projects. Addressing specific fraud and comuphon
risks fhroughout the investrment cycle requires both strategic and operafional
rmeasures. This includes undertaking robust Ask assessments at key stages of the project
cycle and strengthening expertise fo idenfify specific froud and comuption schemes,
as well as red flogs. Furthermore, adopting sirategic foresight and insight, for example
by applying data analylics techniques, can help investiment partners o detect and
mifigate risks in relation fo high-isk processes and aciors.

This session will fTocus on strengthening infegrty in investment funds and addressing
specific rsks throughout the project cycle, demonstrafing the complex nature of fraud
and coruption in fund management. The sassion will highlight the specific tactics that
perpeirators employ to defraud investments, and will put forth acticons to help
governments and investment pariners detect and miligafe fraud and comuption rsks.
